Rahway Special Improvement District Report 
Monday, January 13, 2024  
 

 
I. Soup Stroll - January 4, 11, 18 and 25 from 1-4pm at participating restaurants 

o The annual soup sampling event will return to Rahway every Saturday in January 
o The event is popular and draws hundreds of people out to try new restaurants and local  

favorites. It is a great opportunity for businesses to promote future specials and create 
new customers. 

o This year, there are 28 restaurants participating throughout the City. 
o UPDATE: Week 1 was a great success with over 300 people visiting the downtown 

restaurants. 
 

II. Shop Local – Small Business Saturday  
o The SID and Rahway Chamber of Commerce have again collaborated on the Shop Local 

initiative for Small Business Saturday. We have met to discuss ways to enhance the 
programs that we already have in place and to add new events and activations. 

o We had 21 businesses participating in our Holiday Window Decorating Contest. This 
contest encourages businesses to get in the spirit of the holiday season and to make 
Rahway look merry and bright.  People voted for their favorite display using the QR code 
in the participating businesses’ windows.  

o UPDATE: Voting closed on December 18th and for the second year in a row, Garden of 
Ink Tattoo Shop took 1st Place. The Rahway Senior Art Class took a field trip on Saturday, 
December 7th to look at the decorations and vote for the best holiday window display. 
For the second year in a row, they selected Gelber Associates as their favorite. Both 
businesses will receive a check for $200 and a spotlight in the next Rahway Review. 

 
III. Training & Continuing Education Opportunities for Businesses 

o UPDATE: Social Media and Branding Program 
• The City of Rahway, in conjunction with the Rahway Special Improvement District, 

sponsored a Social Media and Branding Program to help businesses improve their 
current promotional practices while learning during the process. The program will 
be awarded to three businesses who will receive social media services, social media 
training and mentoring, as well as a strategic branding analysis and plan over a six-
month period. Services will be carried out by the SID Social Media and Branding 
Specialist, Heather Dube. The program was open to all current and new brick and 
mortar businesses in the City of Rahway.  

• UPDATE: Wet Ticket Brewing was the first participating business from May-
October 2024. Currently Heather Dube is currently working with Quilla by Sabor 
Peruano and Millie & Joy Boutique. 

 
IV. Public Art Incentive Program Amendment to the FIP 

o The purpose of this amendment is to encourage the completion of significant public art 
projects on private commercial property.  Public art enriches the community and fuels 
the local creative economy. These projects provide artists, fabricators, and other 
tradespeople with income while contributing to the unique cultural identity of the 
community. The economic impact of public art includes supporting commerce by 
attracting visitors to Rahway and contributing to the enhancement of neighborhoods. It 
can underscore community values and engage the public in compelling ways.   

o The Public Art Incentive Program will be funded through the Rahway Special 
Improvement District or other funding source if and when they become available. 



o Public art may include painted murals, wall art, freestanding or suspended sculpture, 
mosaics and ceramics, light art, architectural metal, architectural glass, and forms of 
interactive art. 

o To qualify as public art, artwork must be designed to be visible or experienced by the 
public from within the public realm. The public realm is a collective term for spaces 
accessible to the public, including any publicly owned streets, pathways, sidewalks, 
rights of way, parks, or publicly accessible open spaces. 

o If approved for the Public Art Incentive Program, the property owner and the City shall 
enter into an agreement that outlines the terms and responsibilities of the involved 
parties. 

o Funding has been prioritized based on the zoning district in which commercial property 
is located. 
• CBD – RA: Central Business District Redevelopment Area and RAD- RA: Rahway 

Arts District Redevelopment Area – Up to $10,000 
• B-1: Neighborhood Business Zone, B-2: Regional Business Zone, B-4: Service 

Business Zone, WGO: West Grand Overlay – Up to $7,500 
• B-3: Highway Business Zone, I-H: Heavy Industrial Zone, I-L: Light Industrial Zone 

– Up to $2,500 
o UPDATE: Quilla by Sabor Peruano was the first applicant of the Public Art Incentive 

Program. They applied and were approved to for a mural which represents Peruvian 
culture.  Peruvian artist, Jade Rivera used elements that represent Peruvian culture and 
heritage, including flora and fauna native to the Andes. This mural will be visible from 
Irving Street and was completed in early November.  

o A mural unveiling and dedication was scheduled for Friday, December 6th. The unveiling 
ceremony brought together city officials, state representatives, and members of the local 
Peruvian community. Mayor Raymond A. Giacobbe, members of the Rahway City 
Council, Assemblyman James Kennedy, and Vice Consul Ms. Maria Alejandra Malatesta 
from the Consulado General de Perú en Paterson were all in attendance. 

 
V. SID Business Improvement Program 

o Forgivable loans for new and existing Rahway businesses for Interior Improvements, 
Signage and Brand Marketing/Design Services up to $2,000 in each category. 

o MBE Certified Businesses (Minority, Women, Veteran, LGBTQ) that has or gets the 
certification are eligible for additional $1,000. 

o There were 130 applicants for the BIP.  109 businesses met the established criteria for 
eligibility. 62 businesses have submitted their funding requests. 

o The application for the program opened on March 1, 2023, and approval letters were 
sent in June 2023. We gave a deadline of June 30, 2024, for those businesses who were 
approved to submit funding requests or to notify the SID of the status of their progress.  
54 of 62 businesses have completed all the steps and have received funding. There are a 
few more still in the process and we are working with them to complete everything and 
receive funding. 

o UPDATE: There have been no new funding requests submitted. We are still working 
with the final few businesses to help them complete their projects and receive funding.  
After seeing the success of this program, we plan on launching it again in the future.

(2) Two-year terms: The Mayor shall appoint one individual to a two-year term. 
(3) Three-year term: The Mayor shall appoint one individual to a three-year term. 

C. Duties and responsibilities. Rahway Arts and Business Advisory Board shall have the ability 
to: 
(1) Adopt bylaws for the regulation of its affairs and the conduct of its business and 

prescribe rules, regulations and policies for the performance of its functions and duties. 
(2) Advise the district management corporation on any matters related to the special 

improvement district, including, but not limited to, matters related to the powers granted 
to the district management corporation in § 97-6B above. 

 
§ 97-13 District Management Corporation Board Membership and Terms 
 
A. Membership. The District Management Corporation shall consist of seven voting 

members who shall be appointed by the Mayor. Each voting member shall be a 
member of at least one of the following categories: 
 

1. A resident of the City of Rahway. 
2. Owners/operators of businesses located within the special improvement 

district.  
3. Owner of property[ies] within the special improvement district. 

 
B. Terms. The regular term of office for District Management Corporation positions 

shall be for five years. Each member shall hold office until a successor is appointed 
pursuant to 97-13A. The initial term shall commence March 1, 2025, and expire 
December 31, 2025. The second term for appointments as of January 1, 2026, shall be 
staggered as follows: 
 

1. Class A - One year reappointment, five years thereafter 
2. Class B - Two-year reappointment, five years thereafter 
3. Class C - Three-year reappointment, five years thereafter 
4. Class D - Four-year reappointment, five years thereafter 
5. Class E - Five-year reappointment, five years thereafter 
6. Class E - Five-year reappointment, five years thereafter 
7. Class E - Five-year reappointment, five years thereafter 

 
C. Vacancies. In the event that a board vacancy occurs, the Mayor shall appoint a

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 35, “MUNICIPAL ETHICS BOARD” OF 
THE CODE OF THE CITY OF RAHWAY 

 
 WHEREAS, on December 12, 2011, the City of Rahway (hereinafter referred to as “City”) 
adopted Ordinance No. O-35-11 and adopted a Municipal Ethics Board pursuant to the New Jersey 
Local Government Ethics Law, N.J.S.A. 40A-9:22.1, et. seq.; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Local Government Ethics Law, N.J.S.A. 40A-9:22.1, et. seq established 
a code of ethics for local government officers or employees under the jurisdiction of the Local 
Finance Board applicable to all New Jersey employees and officers; and 
 

WHEREAS, the Local Government Ethics Law provides a method of assuring that 
standards of ethical conduct and financial disclosure requirements for local government officers 
and employees are clear, consistent, uniform in their application, and enforceable on a Statewide 
basis, and to provide local officers or employees with advice and information concerning possible 
conflicts of interest which might arise in the conduct of their public duties; and  
 

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A-9:22.2, the vitality and stability of representative 
democracy is dependent upon the public's confidence in the integrity of its elected and appointed 
representatives, and when the public perceives a conflict between the private interests and the 
public duties of a government officer or employee, that confidence is imperiled; and 
 
  WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A-9:22.4, the Local Finance Board within the 
Department of Community Affairs, Division of Local Government Services has jurisdiction to 
govern and guide the conduct of local government officers and employees; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Local Finance Board has the authority to initiate, receive, hear and review 
complaints and hold hearings with regard to possible violations of the Local Government Ethics 
Law established by the State, or financial disclosure requirements by local government officers or 
employees serving the municipality in a timely and cost-effective manner; and 
 

WHEREAS, the Local Finance Board has the authority to enforce the provisions of the 
Local Public Ethics Law and financial disclosure requirements with regard to local government 
officers or employees serving the municipality, including the ability to issue subpoenas, hold 
hearings, render advisory opinions, or forward to the county prosecutor or the Attorney General or 
other governmental body any information concerning violations of this act which may become the 
subject of criminal prosecution or which may warrant the institution of other legal proceedings by 
the Attorney General; and 
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WHEREAS, the Local Finance Board has operated continuously in place of the Rahway 
Municipal Ethics Board, and has done so effectively and at no cost to the City; and 

 
WHEREAS, it is fiscally responsible and in the interest of government efficiency to refer 

all ethics complaints to the Local Finance Board. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the City Council of the City of Rahway, 
County of Union, State of New Jersey, being the governing body thereof, that Chapter 35 of the 
code of the City of Rahway is hereby repealed; and 
 

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, if any section, paragraph, subsection, clause or provision 
of this Ordinance shall be adjudged by the Courts to be invalid, such adjudications shall apply only 
to the section, paragraph, subsection, clause or provision so adjudicated, and the remainder of the 
Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

The City of Elizabeth, Department of Health and Human Services shall secure 
prompt reporting of all cases of STD and forward reports to the Department of 
Health, and Health Officer of the City of Rahway. 
 
The City of Elizabeth, Department of Health and Human Services shall interview 
and investigate priority STD cases and report results of these services on 
appropriate forms. 
 
The City of Elizabeth, Department of Health and Human Services shall provide 
counseling to all patients infected with STD’s and treated at the STD Clinic, to 
include, but not limited to, disease prevention, sex partner referral, need for 
follow-up testing, and appropriate action to take when symptoms appear.

Dear Mr. Lee: 
 
T&M Associates (T&M) is pleased to submit this Scope and Fee Estimate for Professional Services 
associated with the design and construction for the rehabilitation work to the City’s existing sanitary 
sewer mains along Main Street. 
 
As you are aware, approximately 3,100 LF of existing 15” sanitary sewer pipe was recently cleaned 
and televised along Main Street from East Hazelwood Avenue to Regina Avenue to evaluate its 
existing condition and determine if any rehabilitation and/or repair work was necessary. Based on 
our assessment, we recommended that the City line the existing main with a cured in place pipe 
(CIPP) liner, as well as conduct other miscellaneous sewer repairs including pipe and manhole 
replacement and spot repairs.   
 
T&M proposes to prepare design documents outlining the final recommended repairs, assist the City 
during the bid process and provide construction administration and inspection services during 
construction. In order to accomplish these tasks, we anticipate the following scope of services: 
 
SCOPE OF SERVICES 
 
A. DESIGN PHASE 
 

1. Coordinate a meeting with City representatives to review the goals and objectives for 
the proposed design improvements. We will review recommended improvements, as 
well as historical knowledge of the project area and infrastructure to finalize the 
selection of the proposed work. A field visit to the project site will be conducted to 
ascertain existing conditions. 

 
2. It is anticipated that we will use the existing City sewer map and available aerial 

mapping as the basemap for the proposed work. No additional field survey is 
anticipated. 

 
3. As noted above, it is anticipated that a small section of the existing sanitary sewer will 

be replaced in kind to address the deficiencies noted. Once all the replacement work is

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completed, the remaining sewer along Main Street from East Hazelwood Avenue and 
Regina Avenue will be lined. Manholes along this alignment will also be evaluated to 
determine if additional grouting, repair or lining work is needed. Construction drawings 
will be prepared outlining the improvements. 

 
4. Construction details for the proposed work shall also be prepared and included in the 

drawing set. 
 
5. Technical specifications and a construction cost estimate will be prepared based on the 

final improvements selected for the sanitary sewer work.  Specifications will be 
prepared in CSI format. 

 
6. A draft copy of the construction drawings, specifications and cost estimate will be 

forwarded to the City for review and comment. A meeting will be coordinated with City 
representatives to review the design documents and address any comments or 
questions. 

 
7. Once all comments have been received, the design documents will be revised as needed 

to address inquiries and/or comments raised by the City. Final design documents will 
be published and issued to the City for final approval. 

8. Since the proposed improvements include replacement in kind of existing infrastructure 
or trenchless rehabilitation, no Treatment Works Approval (TWA) from the New Jersey 
Department of Environmental Protection (NJDEP) is anticipated. Additionally, we do not 
anticipate exceeding 5,000 square feet of soil disturbance and as such a Soil Erosion and 
Sediment Control Certification shall not be necessary from the local Soil Conservation 
District. Our office will verify this during design, once a final selection of the selected 
improvements is made and advise the City in the event this changes as a result of the 
final proposed work. 

 
B. BIDDING PHASE 

 
1. Upon completion of the plans and specifications, our office will coordinate with City 

representatives the advertisement of the project for bidding purposes. Our office will 
distribute the contract documents, including final plans and specifications, to 
prospective contractors.  
 

2. During the bidding phase, T&M will answer questions that arise, either from City 
officials or prospective bidders and issue addendums and/or clarifications as necessary 
based on the comments received from bidders.  
 

3. Attend the bid opening with the appropriate municipal officials. 
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4. Assist City officials with the bid review process including an evaluation of the 

contractors’ bid submissions. As part of this effort, we will prepare a bid tabulation 
sheet comparing the various bids received, review the credentials of the low bidder, 
and prepare a recommendation for award for the project.   

 
C. CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION AND CONSTRUCTION OBSERVATION 

 
During construction, T&M will provide contract administration and field inspection services 
as they relate to the proposed sewer main improvements.  These services include the 
following: 

 
1. Coordinate with City representatives the execution of the contract documents once an 

award is generated. 
 

2. Schedule and attend a preconstruction meeting with the City, contractor and other 
applicable representatives. Meeting minutes will be prepared by our office and 
distributed to all attendees. An additional construction meeting is also included in our 
proposal to be scheduled as needed during the course of construction to review 
ongoing progress and/or issues encountered. 

 
3. Review and coordinate approval of utility submittals received from the contractor 

including the contractor’s schedule for the proposed utility work, shop drawings, 
product data and samples and material certifications of conformance for general 
compliance with proposed sewer main improvements outlined in the Contract 
Documents. 

 
4. Review and respond to field inquiries associated with the proposed utility work. 
 
5. Review of written claims or disputes received from the contractor on the proposed 

utility work and issue written recommendations and/or approvals. 
 
6. Review and prepare recommendations of progress payment to the City for completed 

construction work associated with the proposed utility work. 
 
7. Full-time construction observation services during periods of active construction work 

to determine general conformance to the improvements outlined in the contract 
documents. Based on our preliminary recommendations, we anticipate up to 4 weeks 
of active construction to complete the necessary excavation and rehabilitation work. 
During this time, our field inspector will prepare job reports outlining the work 
accomplished on the project and other relevant matters associated with the utility 
work.  Copies of the job reports will be issued to the City for their records. 
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8. As construction nears completion, T&M will prepare a punch list to be issued to the 
Contractor and monitor completion of the tasks outlined. 

 
9. Contract closeout once all the work is completed and all punch list items have been 

addressed. This will include review of as-built drawings, as well as other applicable 
closeout documents outlined in the specifications. 

 
D. PROJECT SCHEDULE AND FEE 
 
We are prepared to commence the services outlined above upon your written authorization and 
suggest an estimated Not-To-Exceed Fee of $88,500 to be billed on a monthly basis. A breakdown of 
our fee is as follows: 

 
 Design      $ 36,500   
 Bidding      $   4,000 
 Construction Administration & Inspection  $ 48,000 
 Total      $ 88,500

As discussed, the City of Rahway would like to Design and Advertise a Water Quality Assurance Initiative - 
Lead Service Line Replacement Program Phase 3.  

PROJECT UNDERSTANDING 
The approved funds include $1,000,000 FY23 and $1,250,000 FY24 Congressionally Directed Spending 
EPA Community Grants along with $525,500 from the City of Rahway cost share portion. The total 
construction cost is estimated at $2,775,500.  Current inventory records indicate that 576 service lines 
consist of lead/galvanized materials or components. Of the 576 known lead/galvanized properties the City 
will use the grant and cost share funds to replace 300 services. Of the 576 Lead Service Lines, the 
breakdown is as follows: 

 75 properties are lead/galvanized on both the street and house side
 350 properties are lead/galvanized only on the house side
 151 properties are lead/galvanized only on the street side
 576 total lead/galvanized properties

See Figure 1 for map of the lead/galvanized properties in Rahway and Attachment 1 which is a full list of 
these addresses. Since right of entries are required to replace the house side services, there will also need 
to be public outreach to obtained signed right of entry.  The 300 LSL’s in Phase 3 will consist of the first 
149 lead service lines that the City has right-of-entry to replace (we currently have 103 right of entries back 
from the 425 properties that are either lead and galvanized on both sides or just on house side) and 151 
lead services that are only street side and do not require right-of-entry.  Therefore, we will need to obtain 
an additional 46 right-of-entries for Phase 3. The City plans to have the water service lines replaced using 
traditional trenching or trenchless replacement methods where feasible. Property owners/occupants will 
receive approximately two weeks’ advanced notice of the upcoming scheduled construction work. Existing 
water services will not be available to facilities during the lead service line replacement for approximately 
four hours.  Disturbed areas restored to original condition.  
The Following Tasks will be completed for the project:

Task 1 – Kick Off Meeting with City and Veolia & Bi-Weekly Meetings 
ENGenuity will have a Kick-off meeting with the City and Veolia to confirm that all lead service line 
information and test pit addresses are current and up to date.  The kick-off will also discuss schedule and 
details of the work. We will also have bi-weekly meetings through design effort, assume four (4) 1 hour 
meetings. 



Task 2 – Site Walk to Verify Addresses and Identify Restoration Types/ Door Hangers for Right-of Entry 
ENGenuity will walk each of the 300 addresses within the proposed project to determine restoration needs 
and to determine the type of restoration repair needed after the test pit is completed. We assume 
two people one week for this task. If needed we can assist in leaving door hangers that week for a 
targeted list of properties to have a targeted focus on obtaining an additional right of entries. We 
anticipate two weeks two (2) people of effort for two people to complete this task.  

Additionally, there is additional investigation for service locations at 180 locations.  Task 2 would also 
include one (1) person for six weeks obtaining right of entry and getting into basements.

Task 3 – Bid Specifications  
Concurrently with Task 2, ENGenuity shall prepare all necessary Bid Specifications for the 
procurement. The specifications shall be prepared in NJDOT format and will include the following: 

• Table of Contents
• Notice to Bidders
• Instructions to Bidders
• Special Provisions
• Technical Specifications
• Bid Proposal Forms
• Contracts

ENGenuity will identify all 300 addresses in the bid documents. We expect to have a mobilization item and 
various restoration items (grass/concrete/asphalt) included in the bid and will vet with the City which 
aspects of restoration should be included in the LSL unit bid price.  

Task 4 – Plans/Detail Sheets & Permitting 
ENGenuity will prepare detail sheets of various test pit restoration methods for the project area. If streets 
are NJDOT or County then the permitting effort for same is included in Task 4. Also, ENGenuity will 
coordinate with Etown gas and other entities to get ahead of their capital programs. 

Task 5 – Bid Support  
ENGenuity will conduct activities related to the bidding process, once the plans and technical specifications 
have been submitted and approved, including RFIs, evaluation of bids, and recommendation of award. 

Task 6- Lead Service Line Replacement Plan 
ENGenuity will update the LSLRP per NJDEP Standards and coordinate with Veolia on the inventory.  We 
will submit to NJDEP in July 2025. 

Task 7– Full Time Inspection and Water Service Updates 
ENGenuity will provide full-time on-site inspection services to review and oversee the lead service line 
replacement effort. ENGenuity anticipates that this effort will last for 7 months.  ENGenuity will take the 
data obtained from LSL replacements and update the Veolia water service inventory on a weekly basis. 
Since the project has two (2) grants, we assume their will be grant close-out.  



Exclusions: 
Services related to the following are not included in the current proposal for the project. At this time, it is 
our understanding that they will not be required or have not been requested. A fee for any of the following 
can be furnished at the client’s request: 

1. Survey Services.
2. Pavement Cores.
3. Soil Erosion and Sediment Control Permitting (we will review with the District that these are

separate openings and confirm an exemption)
4. Inspection is based on 7 months full time, additional months would be provided for an add

service.
5. Assumes any permit fees and bid advertisement fees will be paid separately by City.
